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SCHOOL UNIFORM 

 

Children are expected to wear school uniform.  No jewellery is to be worn.  

All items of clothing should be clearly named.   

The uniform consists of:- 

 

Autumn/spring uniform 

• Grey trousers, shorts or skirt or pinafore  

• White polo shirt with school badge or plain white shirt with school tie 

• Green cardigan, jumper or tank top with school badge.   

 

Summer uniform 

• Green and white gingham dresses wish with green cardigan, jumper or tank top with 

school badge.  

• White polo shirt with school badge or plain white shirt and school tie 

• Boys may wear grey smart shorts 

 

Footwear 

BLACK SCHOOL SHOES OR PLAIN BLACK TRAINERS are the only approved footwear 

throughout the year, for boys and girls.  Other trainers, baseball pumps, boots and strappy 

sandals are not allowed. Should a pupil attend school wearing other trainers or other 

unacceptable footwear we may call parents to bring in replacements. This will ensure that 

all pupils are dressed uniformly and avoids the pupil becoming distressed if they are not 

wearing full uniform. 

Bobbles or other hair accessories should be discreet and in school colours only. School 

colours are black, white, green, yellow, grey or red.

Black Shorts/leggings/tracksuit bottoms 

White t-shirt with school badge 

Black pumps 

Black sweatshirt with school badge 

 

Nursery Uniform 

White polo shirt with or without school badge, green tracksuit bottoms, green sweatshirt 

with school badge. 

 

Please note:  As outdoor provision plays such a big part in the Early Years Curriculum, a
